As you will be aware, on Wednesday 30th April, the whole school community will come together to enjoy running, raising funds, and getting extremely colourful in Roby Park’s annual sponsored colour fun run! This year we will be raising funds for Anthony Davies Bereavement Charity.  

This is a charity that we are pleased is on our doorstep to help bereaved children in our school and wider community. We are pleased to welcome Lisa, the charity founder and wife of Anthony, who will be present on race day and will be starting off the colour run.

In May 2023, Anthony Davies died suddenly, Leaving behind his 2 year old daughter. Following his death it became very apparent that there where no services to help young children, under 5, with bereavement support. That's when, Anthony Davies childhood bereavement, was born.

Through her grief, Georgia's mum, and founder, Lisa spent day and night researching childhood grief and asking for help from as many professional sources as possible. This enabled her to build up a wealth of knowledge and experience within the primary age ranges pattern of thought's & how they process grief, gaining a valuable insight. 

This then led her to do multiple counselling and childhood trauma courses and qualifications to give her the best chance of helping you and your children through one of the worst times of your life.

At Anthony Davies childhood bereavement, they specialise in helping families of primary age children, that face significant bereavement.

The aim is to give parents/caregivers the support and knowledge to be able to help their children through grief. 
· Giving 121 support from immediately after the death of a loved one, or once the loved one has been deemed terminal and will have less than 6 months.
· Drop in bereavement cafes for the whole family.
· Young widow support groups,.
· Whole family workshops.
· Working with the children's education settings.
· Special events for bereaved families at key points of the year.

· Y1, Y2 & Y3: 1.30 - 2.00pm

Parents can attend if participating in the colour run. If you are participating, please come to school for the time of your child/ren’s race and you will be escorted to the school field where you will meet your child/ren. Please do not bring babies or buggies due to the paint. 

Due to the nature of the event, there is no space for spectators due to not being able to guarantee not getting paint on individuals who do not want to participate so please only attend if you are joining in. 

As part of our commitment to safeguarding all children, we kindly remind you that mobile phones must not be used during the colour run. This policy ensures the privacy and protection of our pupils while creating a fun and enjoyable atmosphere for everyone attending.

We appreciate your cooperation in adhering to this policy. Staff will be available to take photographs and videos and these will be shared with parents and carers through our social media accounts, website and Arbor app.

The event is weather permitting and so far weather forecasts show the weather to be dry with sun and some clouds. 

If you do not consent to your child participating with paint, please inform the office no later than 3pm on Monday 28th April please.
