Banning of ebikes and escooters on the school site

Dear parents and carers,

I hope this letter finds you well. I am writing to address an important matter concerning the safety and well-being of our school community and local residents.

Recently, we have received complaints from local residents regarding the dangerous conduct of individuals using e-bikes, e-scooters, and quad bikes on roads and pathways near the school. For local residents, these incidents have raised serious concerns about the safety of pedestrians, cyclists, and other road users. A formal complaint is being made to Merseyside Police to address these issues by a complainant.

In light of these concerns and following advice from Merseyside Police, we are implementing new measures to ensure the safety of everyone in our community. As of Monday, children are not permitted to travel to school on e-bikes or e-scooters, bringing their ebikes/escooters on to the site or leaving them on site. Additionally, if parents or carers are using e-bikes for their own travel, these must be left outside the school gates and not brought onto school premises. Adults will not be permitted to enter the site with ebikes or escooters.

We would like to remind you of the UK legislation regarding e-bikes and e-scooters:
· E-bikes that meet the criteria for Electrically Assisted Pedal Cycles (EAPCs) can only be legally used by individuals aged 14 or over.
· E-bikes and e-scooters that do not meet EAPC regulations are classified as motor vehicles and require registration, insurance, and a valid driving licence.
· Privately owned e-scooters are not permitted for use on public roads, pavements, or pathways.

These regulations are in place to ensure the safe and responsible use of such vehicles. 

We kindly ask for your cooperation in adhering to these measures to protect the safety of our pupils, staff, and the wider community. Thank you for your understanding and support in this matter. Should you have any questions or concerns, please do not hesitate to contact the school office.
