We follow an Assess-Plan-Do-Review cycle to support the progress of your child

· Assess – observations, data, analysis of strengths and areas of need

· Planning – discussion of child’s needs and what specific support is needed and can be offered 

· Do – an intervention over a set period of time

· Review – with parent/carer and pupil

Interventions are measured and monitored. Following an intervention if your child’s progress is still a concern, your child’s class teacher and/or the SENDCO will discuss the next steps with you. This may include referral to more appropriate agencies.

· Mrs Aileen Ryan - Specialist Outreach SEND Teacher – part time teacher who completes specialist assessments and works with staff to ensure appropriate provision for pupils with SEND

· Educational Psychologist – commissioned by the school from Applied Psychologies to support vulnerable pupils and those with SEND

· Behaviour Outreach Team, Sensory Impaired Service, Attendance Support Services, Social Care, Family First, CAMHS, Paediatricians, Speech and Language Therapy, Listening Ear Counselling Service, Occupational Therapy (see LA Offer) – all provide support when required by children and families. Mrs Lyon can refer to these services following a joint decision with parents/carers about the need to seek specialist advice and support
All staff in the school receive ongoing training to meet the needs of all pupils. This includes Speech and Language, Dyslexia, ASC, ADHD, Attachment, Positive Handling, Sensory Processing etc.
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Information about how equipment and facilities to support children and young people with special educational needs will be secured.  
	· The school’s SEND budget is allocated to meet the needs of the pupils on the SEND list

· The progress and attainment of pupils is tracked and resources are allocated according to need.

· The SEND budget is used to ensure that enough school staff are employed, qualified and trained to support pupils and to commission specialist support if needed.

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The school’s arrangements for supporting pupils with special educational needs in a transfer between phases of education or in preparation for adulthood and independent living. 


	· On entry to Nursery, a home visit from our Nursery Staff will be offered to exchange information between home and school

· Previous early years settings, or other schools’ pupils have attended will be contacted to discuss pupils strengths and needs

· We will support pupils moving to new settings and Key Stages by making opportunities available to them to attend the new setting, classroom, spend time with the class teacher. They will be provided with photographs and information to have at home. 
· Where necessary a transition plan may be developed to support pupils in a smooth transition to a new setting

· For pupils in Year 6, a transition meeting takes place each summer term where information is passed to the receiving secondary school.
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How children with medical conditions are supported
	· If a child has a medical need, then usually a detailed Individual Health Plan (IHP) will be compiled, often with support from the school Nurse and other, relevant professionals, in consultation with parents/carers. This is shared with all relevant professionals so that all staff who work with the child are aware of their needs. 
· Most of our school staff are trained in first aid. 
· In agreement with parents/carers, medicines are administered in school, but only where a signed medical consent form is in place to ensure the safety of both child and staff member.
· Most of our staff are also trained in how to use a defibrillator.
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School environment accessibility 
	· Roby Park’s ground floor is fully accessible. The building is light, classrooms have plenty of access, doors are wide and the site is both safe and secure. The school has toilet/changing facilities for use by disabled pupils. The first floor is not accessible to all, however, our Accessibility Policy details arrangements that can be made where needed.
· The site is reviewed regularly to ensure that it meets the requirements of as many of our pupils as possible.
· We have accessible parking bays in the staff car park. 
· The school uses the expertise of outside agencies, such as the Physiotherapy and Occupational Therapy teams and Hearing and Vision Specialist Service to advise on equipment and accessibility issues as required.

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How children will be included in activities with their peers
	· We endeavour to ensure that all our extra-curricular activities are adapted for children’s specific needs. This can include additional adult support, support pre visit or activity, social stories etc
· Pupils with Special Educational Needs who participate fully in school trips, residentials, extra-curricular clubs, sports teams and school committees. 
· As a fully inclusive school, all children participate in whole school curriculum and off-site activities.

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How parents can complain
	· Parents who wish to complain will be directed to our Complaints Policy which is available Complaints Policy 
· There are 4 stages to complaints. 

· The first stage deals with concerns which have the potential to be managed by the majority of the staff during the course of their duties.  These are classified as informal complaints.  These are quickly resolved and not recorded.
· Complaints dealt with at stage 2 should either be managed by the head teacher or a senior member of staff.   These are classified as the first stage of the formal complaints procedure.  All parties should be informed if this is a formal complaint and records kept of these.  The school encourages all parents to submit these complaints in writing.  If they are not, the a brief form will be completed by the senior member of staff to record the complaint
· When a formal complaint arises and is not dealt with to the satisfaction of the complainant, it will first be addressed by the head teacher at stage 3, if they have not been involved at stage 2.
· Finally complaints will be resolved by the governing body at stage 4.
